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Allied has already switched the Owner Portal to Engage, which is a more
robust product offered by Enumerate. The new portal will include a Task
Manager so that the Manager can better communicate with you the
status of projects they are working on. It will also include a
Communication Board where the Board can post comments on a subject
matter without the need to send several emails on one topic. This is also
where the Clickpay system will be in order make the quarterly
maintenance fee payments.

Some homeowners have a maintenance fee balance, so please make sure
that you are registered with the new system. The board will be reaching
out to those accounts individually via email or phone to assist in
resolving this matter.
